FUEL RECOMMENDATIONS

Use Unleaded Gasoline

Unleaded gasoline with a Pump Octane Rat-
ing of 87 (Research Octane Number 91) or
higher must be used in your Hyundali.

If leaded gasoline is used, it will cause the
catalytic converter to become ineffective and the
emission control system to malfunction.

This can also result in increased mainten-
ance expense. )

To avoid accidental use of leaded fuel, the larger
nozzle used with leaded gasoline at service
stations cannot be inserted into the

fuel tank opening of your Hyundai.

What about Gasohol?

Gasohol (a mixture of 90% unleaded gasoline
and 10% ethanol or grain alcohol) may be used
in your Hyundai. However, if your engine devel-
ops driveability problems, the use of 100%
unleaded gasoline is recommended.Use of fuels
with unspecified quantities of alcohol, or alcohols
other than ethanol, should not be used.

Use of MTBE

Hyundai recommends thatfuels containingMTBE
(Methyl Tertiary Butyl Ether) over 11.0% vol.
(Oxygen Content 2.0% vol.) should not

be used in your Hyundai.

Fuel containing MTBE over 11.0% vol. (Oxygen
Content 2.0% vol.) may reduce vehicle perfor-
mance and produce vapor fock or hard starting.

Do not Use Methanol

Fuels containing methanol (wood alcohol) should
not be used in your Hyundai. This type of fuel can
reduce vehicle performance and

damage components of the fuel system.

CAUTION:

Your Hyundai's New Vehicle Limited War-
ranty may not cover damage to the fuel sys-
tem and performance probiems that are
caused by the use of fuels containing metha-
nol or fuels containing MTBE over 11.0% vol.

BREAKING IN YOUR NEW HYUNDAI

During the First 1200 Miles (2000 km)

No formal "break-in" procedure is required with

your new Hyundai. However, you can contribute

tothe economical operation and durability of your

Hyundai by observing the following recommen-

dations during the first 1200 miles (2000 km).

o Don't drive faster than 55 MPH (88 kph).

o While driving, keep your engine speed
(rpm, or revolutions per minute) between
2000 and 4000 rpm.

o Use moderate acceration. Don’t use full-
throttle starts.

o For the first 200 miles (300 km), try to avoid
hard stops.

o Don't lug the engine (in other words, don’t
drive so slowly in too-high a gear that the
engine "bucks": shift to a lower gear).

o Whether going fast or slow, vary your speed
from time to time.

o Don't let the engine idle longer than 3
minutes.

KEYS

For greater convenience, the same key operates
all the locks in your Hyundai. However, because
the doors can be locked without a key, carrying
a spare key is recommended in case you acci-
dentally lock one key inside the car.

Record Your Key Number

A code number is stamped on the number plate
that came with the keys to your Hyundai. This key
number plate should not be left with the keys but
kept in a safe place, not in the vehicle. The key
number should also be recordedin a place where
it can be found in an emergency.

If you need additional keys, or if you should lose
your keys, your authorized Hyundai dealer can
make new keys if you can supply the key num-
ber.

DOOR LOCKS

Before you drive away — especially if there are
childrenin the car— be sure that all the doors are
securely closed and locked.

This helps assure that doors will not be opened
accidentally. Also, when combined with the proper
use of seat belts, locking the doors helps keep
occupants from being ejected from the carin the
case of an accident.

ADJUSTABLE FRONT SEATS
WARNING

Never attempt to adjust the seat while the
vehicle is moving. This could result in loss of
control, and an accident causing death, seri-
ous injury, or property damage.

Adjusting Seat Forward and Rearward
Tomove the seat toward the front or rear, pull the
lock release lever upward. This releases the seat
on its track so you can move it forward or
rearward to the desired

position. When you find the position you want,
release the lever and slide the seat forward or
rearward on its track until it locks into position and
cannot be moved further.

Adjusting Seatback Angle

Torecline the seatback, lean forward to take your
weight off it, then pull up on the recliner control
lever at the outside edge of the seat. Now lean
back untilthe desired seatback angle s achieved.
To lock the seatback into position, release the
recliner control lever.

WARNING

To minimize risk of personal injury in event of
a collision or sudden stop, both the driver
and passenger seat backs should always be
in a nearly upright position while the vehicle
is in motion. The protection provided by the
seat belts may be reduced significantly when
the seat back s reclined. There is greater risk
that the passenger will silde under the belt
resulting in serious injury whenthe seatback
is reclined. ‘

Adjustable Headrests

Toraise the headrest, pull it up. To lower it, push
the headrest down. For maximum effectiveness
in case of an accident the headrest

should be adjusted so the top of the headrest is
at the same height as the top of the occupant's
ears. For this reason, the use of a cushion that
holds the body away from the seatback is not
recommended.

WARNING

Do not operate vehicle with the headrests
removed. Headrests may provide protection
against neckinjuries when properly adjusted.

Lumbar Support Control

(If installed) (Driver’s seat only)

The front seats in some Hyundais are equipped
with adjustable lumbar support. To increase the
amount of lumbar support, turn the handie for-
ward. To decrease it, turn the handle toward the
rear.

Seat Cushion Height Adjustment

(if installed) (Driver’s seat only)
Toadjust the height of the seat cushion, manually
tum the front portion of seat cushion in the
desired direction.

REARSEATENTRY (For 3-door model)
The front passenger seatback should be tilted to
enter the rear seat.

By pulling up on the recliner control lever (1) at
the outside of the front passenger seat, the
seatback will tilt forward and the seat will auto-
matically slide forward.

Rear seat occupants can tilt the front passenger
seatback by depressing the foot lever (2) as
shown in the drawing.

WARNING

Passengers sitting in the rear seat should be
careful not to accidentally press the foot
lever (2) while the vehicle is is moving, as this
may cause the seat back to move forwardand
injure a front seat occupant.

WINDOW GLASS

To raise or lower the window, turn the window
regulator handle clockwise or counter-clockwise.

NOTE:

When opening or closing the windows, make
sure your passenger’s arms and hands are
safely out of the way.

POWER WINDOW (If installed) .

The power windows operate only when the igni-
tionkey isinthe "ON" position. The main switches
are located on the driver's side arm rest and
control the front windows on the respective sides
of, the vehicle. The windows may be opened by
pressing the lower portion of the switch. The
windows may be raised by depressing the upper
portion of the switch.

CAUTION:

1. Be careful that head or hands are not
trapped by a closing window.

2. Never operate the main switch and
subswitch in opposing directions at the
same time, as the window will stop, and
not able to be opened or closed.

3. If passengers remain in the car when you
leave, especially if a child remains alone,
remove the ignition key for their safety.

SEAT BELT PRECAUTIONS

All occupants of the vehicle should wear their
seat belts at all times. Your state’s laws may
require that some or all occupants of the vehicle
use seat belts. The possibility of increased injury
or severity of injury in an accident will be in-
creased if this elementary safety precaution is
not observed. In addition, the following recom-
mendations are made:

Baby or Small Child

All states require the use of child restraint sys-
tems for babies and small children. Whether this
is required by law or not, it is strongly recom-
mended that a child restraint seat or infant re-
straint system be used for babies or smali chit-
dren weighing less than 40 pounds. information
about the use of such restraints is included on
page 1-12.

Larger Children

It is recommended that larger children occupy
the rear seat and wear their seat belts. if the child
is in the front seat, he should be securely re-
strained by the seat belt. Under no circum-
stances should the child be allowed to stand or
kneel on the seat. Children are afforded the most
safety in the event of an accident when they are
restrained by a proper child restraint system.

Pregnant Women

The use of a seat belt is recommended for
pregnant women to lessen the chance of injury in
an accident. When a seat belt is used, it should
be placed as low and snugly as possible on the
hips, not across the abdomen. For specific rec-
ommendations, consult a physician.

Injured Person

A seat belt should be used when an injured
person is being transported. When this is neces-
sary, you should consult a physician for recom-
mendations.

One Person Per Belt

Two people (including children) should never
attempt to use a single seat belt. This could
increase the severity of injuries in case of an
accident. ’

Do Not Lie Down

To reduce the chance, or severity of, injuries in
the event of an accident, and to achieve maxi-
mum effectiveness of the seat belt system, all
passengers should be sitting up and the front
seats should be in an upright position when the
car is moving. A seat belt cannot operate prop-
erly if the person is lying down in the rear seat or
if the front seat is at or near the fully reclined
position.

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CARE OF SEAT BELTS

Seatbelt systems should never be disassembled
or modified. In addition, care should be taken to
assure that seat belts and belt hardware are not
damaged by seat hinges, doors or other abuse.

Periodic Inspection

Itis recommendedthat all seat belts be inspected
periodically for wear or damage of any kind. Parts
of the system that are damaged should be re-
placed as soon as possible.

Keep Beits Clean and Dry

Seat belts should be kept clean and dry. If belts
become dirty, they can be cleaned using a mild
soap solution and warm water. Bleach, dye,
strong detergents or abrasives should not be
used because they may damage and weaken the
fabric.

When to Replace Seat Belts

The entire seat belt assembly or assemblies
should be replaced if the vehicle has been in-
volved in an accident. This should be done even
if no damage is visible. Additional questions
concerning seat belt operation should be di-
rected to your Hyundai Dealer.

PASSIVE SEAT BELTS (Front seat)
Your Hyundai is equipped with a new restraint
system for the driver and the front seat passen-
ger to be restrained automatically as they sit
down and close the door. Your new safety seat
belt system consists of a retractor (A), atab (B),
abuckle (C), aknee bolster (D) and amanual lap
belt assembly. Always make sure that the metal
tab is inserted into the buckie at the upper rear
edge of the door before entering in your vehicle.

WARNING

o For full restraint system protection, se-
curely fasten the manual lap belt in addi-
tion to the automatic shoulder beit.

o Front seat passengers should not ride in
a moving vehicle with the seatback re-
clined. The restraints operate securely
only when the seatback is in an upright
position.
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o Both arms should not be under or over
the shoulder belt. Rather, one should be
over and the other under, as shown in the
Hlustration.

o Do not wear the shoulder portion of the
seat belt under your arm as this in-
creases the possibility of serious injury
to you in the event of an accident.

o When wearing the automatic seat belt,
make sure that the beit is positioned mid-
way over the shoulder-NEVER ACROSS
THE NECK.

o To operate the automatic seat beit sys-
tem, the shouider belt tab should always
remain inserted in the shoulder beilt
buckle.

o Do not wear the lap belt across the
shoulder belt.

o Be careful not to damage the beit web-
bing or hardware, and that they do not
get caught or pinched in the seat or
doors.

o Hyundai recommends that children be
seated in the rear seats.

0 Avoid wearing twisted seat belts.

o Release the shoulder belt buckie from the
tab only in an emergency.

o The retractors lock only on sudden im-
pact or stops. The belt will allow some
freedom of movement if done slowly.

How The Passive Seat Belt System
Works

The metal tab (B) is inserted in the buckle (C)
which is fastened firmly to the upper rear edge of
the door. The other end of the belt is wound
automatically on the Web Locking Retractor (A)
under the seat. When you open the front doors,
itextends the belt from the retractor and provides
access to the interior. When the door is closed,
the belt automatically places itself diagonally
across the chest.

The seat belt automatically adjusts to the proper
length. If youlean forwardin a slow, easy motion,
the belt will extend and let you move around. If
there is a sudden stop or impact, however, the
belt will lock into position. It will also lock if you try
to lean forward too quickly.

To Release The Seat Belt

If required, press the emergency release button
onthe buckle (C)marked PRESS EMERGENCY.
When it is released, the. belt tab (B) should
automatically draw back into the retractor.

For your safety, we recommend that you hold
the belt tab (B) with your hand and allow it to
retract slowly.

With the key in the *ON" position and the lap/
shoulder belt unfastened, the seat belt waming
light will stay on and the chime will sound for six
seconds. (Driver’s only).

If the shoulder bett is disconnected while the key
isin the "ON" position, the warmning light will flash
for 60 seconds. (Driver’s only).

To Fasten Your Lap Belt

Tofasten your seat belt, pull it out of the retractor
and insert the metal tab into the buckle. There will
be an audible "click” when the tab locks into the
buckle.

The seat belt automatically adjusts to the proper
length only after the lap belt is adjusted manually
so that it fits snugly around your hips. If you lean
forward in a slow, easy motion, the belt will
extend and let you move around.

Inspect both front seat lap belt buckle peri-
odically orimmediately after an accident to
see if a red "REPLACE BELT" sticker is
visible (see figure).

WARNING

If for any reason the red "REPLACE BELT"
sticker is visible on the lap belt receiver,
have the entire seat belt assembly replaced
immediately.

Failure to replace the seat belt assembly
may result in serious injury or death to the
occupant in the event of a subsequent acci-
dent.

CHILD RESTRAINT SYSTEM
Childrenridingin the car shouldsitinthe rearseat
and be restrained to minimize the risk of injury in
an accident, sudden stop, or sudden maneuver.
According to accident statistics provided by the
National Highway Traffic Safety Administration
(NHTSA), children are safer when properly re-
strained in the rear seating positions than in the
front seat.

Larger children should use one of the seat belts
provided. For smaller children, we strongly rec-
ommend the use of a commercially available
child restraint system that meets the require-
ments of the Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Stan-
dards, (FMVSS), because it offers the most
protection against injury or death. All states now
haye laws which require that small children be-
low a specified age or weight must be seated in
a child passenger seat restraint system. Check
local laws. All child restraint systems are de-
signed to be secured by lap belts or the lap belt
portion of a lap-shoulder belt.

Children could suffer serious injury or deathinan
accident, sudden stop if their restraints are not
properly secured. For small children and infants
wae strongly recommend an approved child seat
or infant seat. Before buying a particular child
restraint system, make sure it fits your car seat
and seat belts, and fits your child. Follow all the
instructions provided by the manufacturer when
installing the child restraint system.

CAUTION:

o Since a safety belt or child restraint
system can become very hot if it is left in
a closed vehicle, be sure and check the
seat cover and buckles before placing a
child there.

o When the child restraint system is not in
use, store it in the trunk or fasten it with
a safety beit so that it will not be thrown
forward In the case of a sudden stop or
accident.

o Itis recommended that a child restraint
system be placed in the vehicle’s rear
seat since this can may reduce the risk of
serious injury or death.

o Children who are not required by low to
be seated in an approved child passenger
seat restraint system should sit in the
rear seat and be restrained with the seat
beit.

o Always make sure that the shoulder beilt
portion of the outboard lap/shoulder beit
is positioned midway over the shoulder -
never across the neck. The lap belt por-
tion of the lap/shoulder belt or the center
seat lap belt must always be positioned
as low as possible on your hips, not on
your waist. See illustration and instruc-
tions on page (1-11).

o [f the seat belt will not properly fit the
child, we recommend the use of an ap-
proved booster seat in the rear seat in
order to raise the child’s seating height
so that the seat belt will prop erly fit the

child. Before purchasing a booster seat,
make sure that It meets applicable Motor
Vehicle Safety Standards and that it is
satisfactory for use with this vehicle.

o Never allow a child to stand up or kneel
on any seat.

o Never use an infant carrier or child safety
seat that "hooks" over a seatback; it may
not provide adequate security in an acci-
dent.

o Never allow a chiid to be held in a per-
son’s arms while they are in a moving ve-
hicle. This could result in serious injury
or death to the child in the event of an
accident or sudden stop. Holding a child
in a moving vehicle does not provide the
child with any means of protection dur-
ing an accident, even if the person hold-
ing the child is wearing a seat belt.

Using a Child Restraint System

Toinstall a child hook holder, use a5/16" 18 UNC

thread bolt and 11mm spacer as indicated in the
illustration below. You can damage

the holder nut on your vehicle if you force a bolt
with a different thread into the holder nut.
Inaddition o the bolt, you may alsoneedaspacer
and alocking clip depending onthe vehicle or the
position in which the child seat is installed.

if these parts do not come with your child seat,
youcan purchase them from your Hyundaidealer.

Outboard Shoulder/Lap Belt

Secure the child restraint with the lap belt as
illustrated. To prevent slack in the lap belt, it will
be necessary to secure the lap/shoulder belt in
place with alockihg clip. If your child restraint has
a top strap, secure the child rest hook holder to
the provided anchorage. Secure the child re-
straint with the outboard lap belt of the rear seat
and latch the top strap hook onto the anchor
bracket.

NOTE:

o Before using the locking clip, read the in-
structions supplied by the manufacturer.

o Child restraint anchors are designed to
withstand only those ioads imposed by
correctly fitted child restraints. Under no
circumstances are they to be used for
adult seat beits or harnesses.

Installation on Front Seat:

To install a child restraint system in the front of
your vehicle, a seat belt locking clip is required.
Secure the child restraint system with the lap
belt, as shown in the illustration, below. To pre-
vent looseness of the lap belt, use a genuine
Hyundai locking clip (available from your Hyundai
dealer) or one of equivalent dimension and
strength. To install the locking clip, insert the lap
belt through the recesses of the locking clip near
the top of the lap belt, as shown in the illustration.
(Follow the instructions attached to the locking
clip).

When your child restraint system is not installed,
the locking clip should be stored in the glove box
to prevent it from being lost.

Touseachild hook, pult out the rear seat belt and
then letit retract to where it locks. Latch the hook
onto the tab of the rear seatbelt and tighten the
strap of the child seat.

NOTE:

o Be sure to secure the child restraint
system with the lap belt when using a
child hook.

o On passive restraint vehicles, it is not
recommended that a child restraint sys-
tem be placed in the front seat.

o You can find helpful instructions on your
sun visor for your child restraint.

Adjusting The Lap Belt (Front seat)

STEREO SOUND SYSTEM

How Car Audio Works

AM and FM radio signals are broadcast from
transmitter towers located around your city. They
are intercepted by the radio antenna on your car.
This signal is then received by the radio and sent
to your car speakers.

When a strong radio signal has reached your
vehicle, the precise engineering of your audio
system ensures high quality reproduction. How-
ever, in some cases the signal coming to your
vehicle is not strong and clear. This can be due
to factors such as the distance from the radio
station, closeness of other strong radio stations
or the presence of buildings, bridges or other
large obstructions in the area.

AM signal reception is usually better than FM
reception. This is because AM radio waves are
transmitted at low frequency. These long, low
frequency radio waves can follow the curvature
of the earth rather than travelling straight. In
addition, they curve around obstructions so that
they can provide better signal coverage. Be-
cause of this, clear AM broadcasts can be re-
ceived at greater distances than FM broadcasts.

FM broadcasts are transmitted at high frequency
and do not bend to follow the earth’s surface.
Because of this, FM broadcasts generally begin
to fade at short distances from the station. Also,
FMsignals are easily affected by buildings, moun-
tains, or other obstructions. These can result in
certain listening conditions which might lead you
to believe a problem exists with your radio. The
following conditions are normal and do not indi-
cate radio trouble:

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Fading - As your car moves away from the
radio station, the signal will weaken and
sound will begin to fade. When this occurs,
we suggest that you select another stronger
station.

Flutter/Static - Weak FM signals or large
obstructions between the transmitter and
your radio can disturb the signal causing
static or fluttering noises to occur. Reducing
the treble level may lessen this effect until
the disturbance clears.

o Station Swapping - As a FM signal weakens,

another more powerful signal near the same
frequency may begin to play. This is because
your radio is designed to lock onto the clearest
signal. If this occurs, select another station
with a stronger signal.

Multi-Path Cancellation - Radio signals
being received from severat directions can
cause distortion or fluttering. This can be
caused by a direct and a reflected signal
from the same station, or by signals from two
stations with close frequencies. If this oc-
curs, select another station until the condi-
tion has passed.

Care of Cassetlte Tapes

Proper care of your cassette tapes will extend
the tape life and increase your listening
enjoyment. Always protect your tapes and
cassette cases from direct sunlight, severe
cold and dusty conditions. When not in use,
cassettes should always be stored in the
protective cassette case in which they were
originally supplied. When the vehicle is very
hot or cold, allow the interior temperature to
become more comfortable before listening to
your cassettes.

o Neverleave a cassette inserted in the player
when not being played. This could damage
the tape player unit and the cassette tape.

o We strongly recommend against the use of
tapes longer than C-60 (60 minutes total).
Tapes such as C-120 or C-180 are very
thin and do not perform as well in the
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automotive environment.

Be sure that the cassette label is not loose
or peeling off or tape ejection may be
difficult.

Never touch or soil the actual audio tape
surfaces.

Keep all magnetized objects, such as
electric motors, speakers or transformers
away from your cassette tapes and tape
player unit.

Store casseftes in a cool, dry place with
the open side facing down to prevent dust
from entering the cassette body.

Avoid repeated fast reverse usage to replay
one given tune or tape section. This can
cause poor tape winding to occur, and
eventually cause excessive internal drag
and poor audio quality in the cassette. If
this occurs, it can sometimes be corrected

by fast winding the tape from end to end
several times. If this does not correct the
problem, do not continue to use the tape
in your vehicle.

The playback head, capstan and pinch
roliers will develop a coating of tape residue
that can result in deterioration of sound
quality, such as a wavering sound. They
should be cleaned monthly using a
commercially available head cleaning tape
or special solution available from audio
speciality shops. Follow the supplier's
directions carefully and never oil any part
of the tape player unit.

Always be sure that the tape is tightly wound
on its reel before inserting in the player.
Rotate a pencil in the drive sprockets to
wind up any slack.

GOOD BRAKING PRACTICES
WARNING

Nothing should be carried on top of the
cargo area cover behind the rear seat. If
there were an accident or a sudden stop,
such objects could move forward and cause
damage to the vehicle or injure the occu-
pants.

o After being parked, check to be sure the
parking brake is not engaged and that the
parking brake indicator light is out before
driving away.

o Driving through water may get the brakes
wet. They can also get wet when the car is
washed.

Your car may not stop as quickly if the
brakes are wet and it may also pull to one
side. To dry the brakes, apply the brakes
lightly unti! the braking action returns to
normal, taking care to keep the car under
control at all times. If the braking action
does not return to normal, stop as soon as
it is safe to do so and call your Hyundai
dealer for assistance.

o Don't coast down hills with the car out of
gear. This may be extremely hazardous.
Keep the car in gear at all times, use the
brakes to slow down, then shift to a lower
gear so that engine braking will help you
maintain a safe speed.
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o Don’t "ride"” the brake pedal. Resting your
foot on the brake pedal while driving can be
dangerous because it can result in the
brakes overheating and losing their effec-
tiveness. It also increases the wear of the
brake components.

o If atire goes flat while you are driving, apply
the brakes gently and keep the car pointed
straight ahead while you slow down. When
you are moving slowly enough for it to be
safe to do so, pull off the road and stop in a
safe place.

o If your car is equipped with an automatic
transaxle, don't let your car creep forward.
To avoid creeping forward, keep your foot
on the brake pedal when the car is stopped.
o Use caution when parking on a hill. Engage
the parking brake and place the gear selec-
tor lever in "P" (automatic transaxle) or in
first or reverse gear (manual transaxle). if
your car is facing downhill, turn the front
wheels into the curb to help keep the car
from rolling. If your car is facing uphill, turn
the front wheels away from the curb to help
keep the car from rolling. If there is no curb
orif itis required by other conditions to keep
the car from rolling, block the wheels.
Unde' some conditions your parking brake
can freeze in the engaged position. This is
most likely to happen when there is an ac-
cumuiation of snow or ice around or near
the rear brakes or if the brakes are wet. If
there is a risk that the parking brake may
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freeze, apply it only temporarily while you
put the gear selector lever in "P" (auto-

matic) or in first or reverse gear (manual
transaxle) and block the rear wheels so the
car cannot roll. Then release the parking
brake.

DRIVING FOR ECONOMY

You can save fuel and get more miles from your
car if you follow these suggestions:

o Drive smoothly. Accelerate at a moderate
rate. Don’t make "jack-rabbit" starts or full-
-throttle shifts and maintain a steady cruis-
ing speed. Don't race between stoplights.
Try to adjust your speed to that of the other
traffic so you don't have to change speeds
unnecessarily. Avoid heavy traffic when-
ever possible. Always maintain a safe dis-
tance from other vehicles so you can avoid
unnecessary braking. This also reduces
brake wear.

o Drive at a moderate speed. The faster you
drive, the more fuel your car uses. Driving
at a moderate speed, especially on the
highway, is one of the most effective ways
to reduce fuel consumption.

o Don't "ride" the brake or clutch pedal. This
can increase fuel consumption and also in
crease wear on these components. In addi-
tion, driving with your foot resting on the
brake pedal may cause the brakes to over-

heat, which reduces their effectiveness and
may lead to more serious consequences.
Take care of your tires. Keep them inflated
to the recommended pressure. Incorrect
inflation, either too much or too little, results
in unnecessary tire wear. Check the tire
pressures at least once a month.

Be sure that the wheels are aligned cor-
rectly. Improper alignment can result from
hitting curbs or driving too fast over irregu-
lar surfaces. Poor alignment causes faster
tire wear and may also result in other prob-
lems as well as greater fuel consumption.
Keep your car in good condition. For better
fuel economy and reduced maintenance
costs, maintain your car in accordance with
the maintenance schedule in Section 5. If
you drive your car in severe conditions,
more frequent maintenance is required (see
Section 5 for details).

Keep your car clean. For maximum service,
your Hyundai should be kept clean and free
of corrosive materials. It is especially im-
portant that mud, dirt, ice, etc. not be al-
lowed to accumulate on the underside of
the car. This extra weight can result in in-
creased fuel consumption and also contrib-
ute to corrosion.

Travel lightly. Don’t carry unnecessary
weight in your car. Weight is an enemy of
good fuel economy. .
Don't let the engine idle longer than neces-
sary. If you are waiting (and not in traffic),
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turn off your engine and restart only when
you're ready to go.

o Remember, your Hyundai does not require
extended warm-up. As soon as the engine
is running smoothly, you can drive away. In
very cold weather, however, give your
engine a slightly longer warm-up period.

o Don't"lug" or "over-rev" the engine. Lugging
is driving too slowly in too high a gear re
suiting in the engine bucking. If this hap
pens to you, shift to a lower gear. Over-
revving is racing the engine beyond its safe
limit. This can be avoided by shifting at the
recommended speeds.

o Use your air conditioning sparingly. The air

 conditioning system is operated by engine
power so your fuel economy is reduced
when you use it.

Snow or lcy Conditions

To drive your vehicle in deep snow, it may be
necessary to use snow tires or to install tire
chains on your tires. If snow tires are needed,
it is necessary to select tires equivalent in size
and type to the original equipmenttires. Failure
to do so may adversely affect the safety and
handling of your car. Speeding, rapid accelera-
tion, sudden brake applications, and sharp
turns are potentially very hazardous practices.
During deceleration, use engine braking to the
fullest extent. Sudden brake applications on
snowy or icy roads may cause skids to occur.
You need to keep sufficient distance between
the vehicle in front of your vehicle. Aiso, apply
the brake gently. It should be noted that install-
ing tire chains on the tire will provide a greater
driving force, but will not prevent side skids.

Tire chains are not legal in all states. Check
state laws before fitting tire chains.

o The battery being used to provide the jump
start must be 12-volt. If you cannot deter-
mine that it is a 12-voit battery, do not
attempt to use it for the jump start.

o To jump start a car with a discharged
battery, follow this procedure exactly:

1. If the booster battery is installed in another
vehicle, be sure the two vehicles are not
touching.

2. Turn off all unnecessary lights and acces-
sories in both vehicles.

3. If applicable remove all vent caps from both
batteries. Check the fluid level in the dis-
charged battery and replenish if required,
preferably with distilled water, Next, cover
the open vents with rags or pieces of cioth.
This is done to reduce the spread of dan-
gerous gases and the chance of explosion.

4. Attach the clamps of the jumper cable in the
exact order shown on the previous page.
That s, first, attach one clamp of the jumper
cable to the positive (+) post or cabie of the
discharged battery. Then attach the other
end of the same cable to the positive (+)
post or cable of the booster battery. Next,
using the other cable, attach one clamp to

the negative (-) post or cable of the booster
battery. Then attach the other end of that
cable to a solid metal part of the engine
away from the battery. Do not connect the
cable to any moving part.

5. Start the engine in the car with the booster
battery and let it run for a few minutes. This
will help to assure that the booster battery
is fully charged. During the jumping opera-
tion, run the engine in this vehicle at about
2000 rpm.

6. Start your engine using the normal starting
procedure. After the engine starts, leave
the jumper cables connected and let the
engine run at fast idie or about 2000 rpm for
several minutes.

7. Following the exact reverse order of their
being attached, carefully remove the jumper
cables. Remove the negative cable first,
then the positive cable.

8. Carefully remove the pieces of cloth that
were used to cover the batteries and dis-
pose of them. These cloths may now be
contaminated with sulfuric acid.

9. Replace battery vent caps.

If you do not know why your battery became
discharged (because the lights were left on,
etc.), have the charging system checked by
your Hyundai dealer.

IF THE ENGINE OVERHEATS

If your temperature gauge indicates overheat-
ing, you experience a loss of power, or hear
loud pinging or knocking, the engine is probably
too hot. if this happens, you should:

1. Pull off the road and stop as soon as it is
safe to do so.

2. Place the gear selector lever in "P" (auto-
matic), or neutral (manual transaxle) and
set the parking brake. If the air conditioner
is on, tumn it off.

3. If coolant is running out under the car or
steam is coming out from the hood, stop the
engine.

If there is no visible loss of
coolant and no steam, leave the engine
running and check to be sure the engine
cooling fan is operating.

If it is not missing, check to see
that it is tight. If the drive belt seems to be
satisfactory, check for coolant leaking from
the radiator, hoses or under the car. (if the
air conditioner had been in use, it is normal
for cold water to be draining from it when
you stop).

While the engine is running, keep hands,
long hair, and clothing away from moving
parts such as the fan and drive belts to
prevent injury.

5. If the water pump drive belt is broken or
coolant is leaking out, stop the engine im-
mediately and call the nearest Hyundai
dealer for assistance.

WARNING

Do not remove the radiator cap when the
engine is hot. This may allow coolant to be
blown out of the opening and cause serious
burns.

6. If you cannot find the cause of the overheat-
ing, wait until the engine temperature has
returned to normal. Then, if coolant has
been iost, carefully remove the radiator cap
and add water to bring the fluid level in the
reservoir up to the halfway mark.

7. Proceed with caution, keeping alert for
further signs of overheating. If overheating
happens again, call a Hyundai dealer for
assistance.

7. Changing Wheels

Use the wrench to loosen the wheel nuts, then
remove them with your fingers.

To achieve the long-
term corrosion resistance your Hyundai can
deliver, the owner’s cooperation and assis-
tance is also required.

Common Causes of Corrosion

The most common causes of corrosion on your

car are:

o Road salt, dirt and moisture that is allowed
to accumulate undemeath the car.

o Removal of paint or protective coatings by
stones, gravel, abrasion or minor scrapes
and dents which leave unprotected metal
exposed to corrosion.

High-Corrosion Areas

If you live in an area where your car is regularly
exposed to corrosive materials, corrosion pro-
tection is particularty important. Some of the
common causes of accelerated corrosion are
road salts, dust control chemicals, ocean air
and industrial pollution.

Moisture Breeds Corrosion

Moisture creates the conditions in which corro-
sion is most likely to occur. For example, corro-
sion is accelerated by high humidity, particu-
larly when temperatures are just above freez-
ing. In such conditions, the corrosive material is
kept in contact with the car surfaces by mois-
ture that is slow to evaporate.

Mud is a particular enemy of corrosion protec-
tion because itis slow to dry and holds moisture
in contact with the vehicle. Even though the
mud appears to be dry, it can stiil retain mois-
ture and promote corrosion.

High temperatures can also accelerate corro-
sion of parts that are not properly ventilated so
the moisture can be dispersed. For all these
reasons, itis particularlyimportant to keep your
car clean and free of mud or accumulations of
other materials. This applies not only on the
visible surfaces but particularly to the under-
side of the car.

You can help prevent corrosion from getting
started by observing the following:

Keep Your Car Clean

The best way to prevent corrosion is to keep
your car clean and free of corrosive materials.
Attention to the underside of the car is particu-
larly important.

o lfyoulive in a high-corrosion area - - where
road salts are used, near the ocean, areas
with industrial pollution, acid rain, efc.- -
You should take extra care to prevent cor-
rosion. In winter, hose off the underside of
your car at least once a month and be sure
to clean the underside thoroughly when
winter is over.

o When cleaning underneath the car, give
particular attention to the components under
the fenders and other areas that are hidden
from view. Do a thorough job; just dampen-
ing the accumulated mud rather than wash-
ing it away will accelerate corrosion rather
than prevent it. Water under high pressure
and steam are particularly effective in re-
moving accumulated mud and corrosive
materials.

o When cleaning lower door panels, rocker
panels and frame members, be sure that
drain holes are kept open so that moisture
can escape and not be trapped inside to ac-
celerate corrosion.

Keep Your Garage Dry

Don’tpark your carin a damp, poorly ventilated
garage. This creates a favorable environment
for corrosion. This is particularly true if you
wash your car in the garage or drive it into the
garage whenitis still wet or covered with snow,
ice or mud. Even a heated garage can contrib-
ute to corrosion unless it is well ventilated so
moisture is dispersed.

Keep Paintand Trim in Good Condition
Scratches or chips in the finish should be
covered with "touch-up" paint as soon as pos-
sible to reduce the possibility of corrosion. If
bare metal is showing through, the attention of
a qualified body and paint shop is recom-
mended.

Don’t Neglect the Interior

Moisture can collect under the floor mats and
carpeting to cause corrosion. Check under the
mats periodically to be sure the carpeting is dry.
Use particular care if you carry fertilizers, clean-
ing materials or chemicals in the car.

These should be carried only in proper contain-
ers and any spills or ieaks should be cleaned
up, flushed with clear water and thoroughly
dried.

WASHING AND WAXING

Washing Your Hyundai
Never wash your car when the surface is hot

from being in the sun. Always wash your car in
the shade.

Wash your car frequently. Dirt is abrasive and
can scratch the paint if it is not removed. Air
pollution or acid rain may damage the paintand
trim through chemical action if pollutants are
allowed to remain in contact with the surface. If
youlive nearthe ocean orinan areawhere road
salts or dust control chemicals are used, you
should pay particular attention to the underside
of the car. Startby rinsing the carto remove dust
and loose dirt. In winter, or if you have driven
through mud or muddy water, be sure to thor-
oughly clean the underside as well. Use a hard
direct stream of water to remove accumulations
of mud or corrosive materials. Use a good
quality car-washing solution and follow the
manufacturer's directions on the package.
These are available at your Hyundai dealer or
auto parts outlet. Don't use strong household
detergents, gasoline, strong solvents or abra-
sive cleaning powders as these may damage
the finish.

Use a clean sponge or cloth, rinse it frequently
and don’t damage the finish by rubbing too
hard. For stubborn spots, dampen them fre-
quently and remove them a little at a time.

To clean whitewall tires, use a stiff brush or
soap-impregnated steel-wool scouring pad.

To clean plastic wheel covers, use a clean
sponge or soft cloth and water.

To clean cast aluminum alloy wheels, use a
mild soap or mild detergent. Do not use abra-
sive cleaners. Protect the bare-metal surfaces
by cleaning, polishing and waxing.

Because aluminum is subject to corrosion, be
sure to give aluminum alloy wheels special
attention in winter. If you drive on salted roads,
clean the wheels thoroughly afterwards.

After washing, be sure to rinse thoroughly. If
soapy water dries on the finish, streaking will
result.

When the weather is warm and the humidity
low, you may find it necessary to rinse each
section immediately after washing to avoid
streaking.

Afterrinsing, dry the car using a damp chamois
or soft, absorbent cloth. The reason for drying
the car is to remove water from the car so it will
dry without water spots. Don’t rub, this can
damage the finish.

If you find any nicks or scratches in the paint,
use touch-up paint to cover them to prevent
corrosion.

Spot Cleaning

Don’tuse gasoline, strong solvents or corrosive
cleaning agents. These can damage the finish
ofthe car. Toremove roadtar, use turpentine on
a clean, soft cloth. Be gentle.

To remove dead insects or tree sap, use warm
water and mild soap or car-washing solution.
Soak the spot and rub gently. If the paint has
lost its luster, use a commercial car-cleaning
polish.

Polishing and Waxing

Always wash and dry the car before polishing or
waxing or using a combination cleaner and
wax. Use a good quality commercial product
and follow the manufacturer's directions on the
container. Polish and wax the brighttrim pieces
as well as the paint.

Maintaining Bumpers

Special precautions must be observed to pre-
serve the appearance of the bumpers on your
Hyundai. They are:
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o Be careful not to spill battery electrolyte or
hydraulic brake fiuid on the bumpers. If you
do, wash it off immediately with clear water.

o Be gentle when cleaning the bumper sur-
faces. They are made of soft plastic and the
surface can be damaged if mistreated. Do
not use abrasive cleaners. Use warm water
and mild soap or car-washing solution.

o Do not expose the bumpers to high tem-
peratures. For example, if you have your
car repainted, do not leave the bumpers on
the car if the car is going to be placed in a
high-temperature paint booth.

To Clean the Vinyl Upholstery

To clean the vinyl upholstery, firstremove loose
dirtand dust with a vacuum cleaner. Then apply
a solution of mild soap or detergent and water
using a clean sponge or soft cloth. Allow this to
stay on the surface to loosen the dirt, then wipe
with a clean damp sponge or cloth. if all the dirt
stains are not removed, repeat this procedure
until the upholstery is clean. Do not use gaso-
line, solvent, paintthinner or other strong clean-
ers.

Cleaning the Carpets

Use a foam-type carpet cleaner. Cleaners of
this type are available in aerosol cans in liquid
form or powder. Read the instructions and
follow them exactly.

Apply
the foam following the manufacturer’s direc-
tions, then rub in overlapping circies. Do not
add water. These cleaners work best when the
carpet is kept as dry as possible.

To clean the seat belts, use a cloth or sponge
with mild soap or detergent and warm water. Do
not use strong detergents, dye, bleach or abra-
sive materials on the seat belts as this may
weaken the fabric. .

While cleaning the belts, inspect them for ex-
cessive wear, cuts, fraying or other signs of
damage and replace them if necessary.

CHANGING THE OIL AND FILTER

The engine oil and filter should be changed at
those intervals specified in the maintenance
schedule in Section 5. If the car is being driven
in severe conditions, more frequent oil and filtter
changes are required.

The procedure for changing the oil and filter is

as follows:

1. Park the car on level ground and set the
parking brake. Start the engine and let it
warm up until the needie on the tempera-
ture gauge moves above the lowest mark.
Turn the engine off and place the gear se-
lector lever in "P" (automatic) or reverse
gear (manual transaxle).

2. Open the hood and remove the engine oil
filler cap.

3. Slide underneath the car and loosen the
drain plug by turning it counterclockwise

A certain amount of oil
will come out when you remove the filter so
be sure to have your drain pan in place
underneath it.

. Install a new oil filter in accordance with the
instructions on the carton or on the filter
itself. Do not over-tighten. Be sure that the
mounting surface on the engine is clean
and that the old gasket is removed com-
pletely. Lubricate the new gasket on the
filter before installation with clean engine
oil.

. Refill the crankcase with the recommended
engine oil. Refer to the specification in
chapter 9 for engine oil capacity.

8. Start the engine and check to be sure no oil
is leaking from the drain plug or oil filter.

9. Shut off the engine and recheck the oil
level.

NOTE:

Always dispose of used engine oil in an
environmentally acceptable manner. It is
suggested that it be placed in a sealed
container and taken to a service station for
reclamation. Do not pour the oil on the
ground or put it in with household trash.

A fusible link will melt if the electrical circuits
from the battery are ever overloaded, thus
preventing damage to the entire wiring harness.

If this ever happens,
have a Hyundai dealer determine the cause,
repair the system and replace the fusible link.
The fusible links are located in a hotder next to
the battery for easy inspection.

Replacing Accessory Fuse

The fuse box for the lights and other electrical
accessories will be found low on the dashboard
on the driver's side. Inside the box you will find
a list showing the circuits protected by each
fuse.

If any of your car's lights or other electrical
accessories stop working, a blown fuse could
be the reason. If the fuse has burned out, you
will see that the metal strip inside the fuse has
burned through. If you suspect a blown fuse,
follow this procedure:

1. Tumn off the ignition and all other switches.

3. Be sure to check all other fuses even if you
find one that appears to have bumed out.

4. Replace the blown fuse by pressing a new
fuse of the same rating into place. The fuse
should be a snug fit. If it is not, have the fuse
clip repaired or replaced by a Hyundai
dealer. If you do not have a spare fuse, you
may be able to borrow a fuse of the same or
lower rating from an accessory you can
temporarily get along without (the radio or -
cigarette lighter, for example). Always re-
member to replace the borrowed fuse.
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CAUTION:

A burned-out fuse indicates that there is a
problem in the electrical circuit. If you re-
place a fuse and it blows as soon as the
accessory is turned on, the problem is seri-
ous and should be referred to a Hyundai
dealer for diagnosis and repair.

CHECKING THE BATTERY

WARNING

When working with batteries, carefully ob-
serve the following precautions to avoid
serious injuries.

The fluid in the battery contains a strong solu-

tion of sulfuric acid, which is poisonous and

highly corrosive. Be careful not to spill it on
yourseif or the car. If you do spill battery fluid on
yourself, immediately do the following:

o If battery fluid is on your skin, flush the
affected areas with water for at least 15
minutes and then seek medical assistance.
